Transport Action Plan - To further enable more
people to walk and cycle safely as part of their daily
routine in line with the Wandsworth cycling
strategy 2020 and approval in principle in the
SPTOSC Paper No 20-169 for highway works
associated with the Transport Action Plan.

To design and implement 14 additional permanent cycle
contraflows on one-way roads. Measures include minor
kerb realignment, introducing cycle lanes, banned
movements and additional traffic calming measures.
