Following the Hearing Sessions as part of the Examination in Public during November 2022, the Planning Inspectors, Jameson Bridgwater PGDipL MRTPI and Graham Wyatt
BA(Hons) MRTPI, have proposed a list of Main Modifications to the Plan. The proposed Main Modifications and Policies Map Changes have been subject to updated
Sustainability Appraisal and Habitats Regulation Assessment. The proposed Main Modifications and Policies Map Changes documents are subject to consultation from 3rd
February 2023 to 17th March 2023 (www.wandsworth.gov.uk/draft-local-plan-examination).

This document sets out Additional Modifications which are minor changes put forward by the Council during the Examination. They have been published for completeness
to aid and clarify to all those with an interest in the final form of the Plan. These Additional Modifications are not before the Inspector; they are changes the Inspector does
not consider necessary to ensure the soundness of the submitted Plan.
