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Meeting Summary

Minutes
The minutes of the previous meeting held on 27 March 2018 were agreed.

Programme Progress Report

The Steering Group reviewed in detail the various phases of the developments outlined in
the overall masterplanning programme and the interdependencies between them. The
Steering Group noted that even though it is intended that the planning application for
Fontley Way will be submitted shortly after the main scheme, a decision could be made on
both simultaneously. There was agreement that works could start at Bessborough Road in
January 2019 depending on the June 2018 planning decision, and an acknowledgment of the
importance of the site for early rehousing purposes.

Planning Application Update

Mr Stevens provided a summary of the recent meetings and correspondence which had
taken place with the major statutory bodies, including Transport for London. There was a
discussion over progressing the Landscape and Play strategy.

Bessborough Road and Fontley Way Satellite Sites
The Steering Group noted that fee proposals were being sought for the feasibility on Fontley
Way.

Community Facilities Update
Mr Boxall confirmed that conversations would be held with all affected community groups
currently located in 166 Roehampton Lane prior to public consultation in June 2018.
