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Expression of Interest Form

We invite expressions of interest for the Wandsworth Communities Against Violence Forum Project Pot, awarded through the VRU MyEnds Partnership Funding for the Financial Years 2024-25 and 2025-26. 

This funding is aimed at fostering increased community engagement, intervention, prevention, and responsiveness to violence within the London Borough of Wandsworth. Projects must target violence reduction in the borough's identified hotspot areas, focusing on sustainable and impactful community-led solutions.

Key Spec Highlights:
1. Project Grant Pot:
1.1 Local organisations can access funding through the Wandsworth Communities Against Violence Forum to implement community-led projects aimed at addressing violence through early intervention, reduction and prevention facilitated through primary, secondary and tertiary interventions. 
1.2 This project pot will be maintained over a two-year period to support organisations strengthen their capacity, enhancing the sustainability and collaboration of local initiatives.  

2. Scope: 
2.1 Location-based projects delivering within the following hyper-local areas: Winstanley Estate, Wandsworth Town, Tooting and Clapham Junction.
2.2 Funding supports community-based activities, particularly with a focus on those targeting young people (aged under 25), designed to foster safer environments through prevention-based initiatives.
2.3 We encourage organisations to offer a variety of diversionary activities and interventions, such as; mentoring, therapeutic support, after-school activities, sports-based activities, creative arts, drama and music, training, detached youth engagement etc. 

3. Minimum Bid and Funding Breakdown:
3.1 A maximum bid of £10,000 can be awarded. 
3.2 This funding can be continued over a two-year period, with a total of £20,000 available for the financial year 2024/25 (till March 2025) and £33,348 for 2025/26 (April 2025 till March 2026).
3.3 Eligible expenses include project operations, staffing, training, and interventions. However, funding cannot cover Police Officer hours or overtime.

4. Reporting Expectations:
4.1 Regular contract management meetings will be held with London Borough of Wandsworth.
4.2 Quarterly reports on key outcomes and demographics of participants must be submitted, in alignment with the MOPAC’s Minimum Monitoring Standards. 
4.3 The London Borough of Wandsworth will supply a monitoring template for all activities funded under the contract. This template will adhere to the VRU’s Monitoring Minimum Standards, requiring quarterly reports on program reach, activities, and demographics of child and young people participants.
4.4 Failure to meet performance targets may result in early contract termination.

5. Strategic Priorities:
5.1 Communities & Place: Providing communities with the support and resources to deliver and achieve sustainable reductions in violence.
5.2 Children & Young People: Improving the identification and support for children and young people at greatest risk of harm and exploitation while expanding access to positive opportunities through training, apprenticeships, employment, and enrichment programs.
5.3 Project proposals are encouraged to identify opportunities on building connected communities and strengthening community networks, while also providing positive opportunities that enhance the safety and well-being of children and young people.

6. MOPAC Outcomes:
	Outcome 1: Communities – Increase community empowerment

	Outcome 2: Communities – Increase in number of individuals/organisations engaged in local responses to violence
